Celebration of the Sacraments

Holy Communion

As Catholics, we full participate in the celebration of
the Eucharist when we receive Holy Communion. We
are encouraged to receive devoutly and frequently. In
order to be properly disposed to receive Holy
Communion, one should not be conscious of grave
sin and normally should have fasted for one hour. A
frequent reception of the Sacrament of Penance
encouraged for all.

Baptism

In order to prepare the
parents for this task, they will be requested to attend a
Baptismal Preparation Class prior to the baptism. To
register call the Parish Office (272-0266). A date for
the Baptism cannot be set until the necessary
preparation has taken place. Parents are encouraged
to begin preparation prior to the birth of their child.
Confirmation
Candidates are those already baptized and who have
received the necessary information in religious
education. Candidates must be at least in the 7th or
8th grade to receive the Sacrament.

PM until 4:45 PM at Immaculate Conception in Dublin.
